Tullamore Dew 10-Year-Old Single Malt is the only Irish Malt that is aged in four specially selected Old Bourbon, Dry Oloroso Sherry, Madeira and Port casks to enhance and intensify the flavor of the spirit.  Wonderfully rich on the palate with a fruity and gentle finish of nutty, sherry notes, every sip evokes its pure Irish character.    

A special bottling of only 400 cases will be available in the US for the remainder of 2009, making this a must have for any Single-Malt aficionado.  Tullamore Dew 10-Year-Old Single Malt will be available nationally in 2010.  SRP is $39.99 for a 750mL.

The Distinctive Taste of Ireland

One of Ireland’s finest and most widely distributed whiskeys, Tullamore Dew was first distilled in 1829 in the small town of Tullamore in County Offaly in the heart of Ireland.  Unlike most whisky made in Scotland, it is distilled three times for maximum purity and smoothness.  In addition, the barley used in Tullamore Dew is dried in closed kilns rather than over peat smoke to maintain its genuine, natural flavor – one of the defining characteristics of Tullamore Dew.   In addition to the new 10-Year-Old Single Malt, the range of bottlings available in the U.S. also includes:

Tullamore Dew – The original blend, known the world over for its smooth and gentle flavor.  This pale amber blended whiskey has spicy, lemony and malty overtones with charred wood undertones giving a soft, buttery, rounded and complex flavor that lingers in the mouth.  SRP:  $24.00

Tullamore Dew 10-Year Old – Medium amber gold in color, the 10-Year-Old displays a fresh, malty and slightly woody nose with intriguing citrus notes.  It derives its complex flavor of malt and spice, wood and vanilla from long aging in Spanish and American oak casks.  SRP:  $30.00

Tullamore Dew 12-Year-Old – A deluxe, rich, amber blend with a full, smooth and well-rounded character, combining maltiness and pot still character.  Sweet-spicy notes overlay a rich, woody background in the flavor of this exceptional whiskey.  SRP:  $35.00

Tullamore Dew Gift Crock – Originally created 60 years ago as a special gift package, the ceramic crock is sealed with a cork and comes with its own porcelain stopper.  In the tradition of early whiskey bottlings, it makes an excellent presentation for the whiskey connoisseur.  SRP:  $40.00
